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Feedback Policy 

At South Lake Primary School we believe that the most effective way of ensuring progress is providing timely and focused feedback. 

Feedback can be given verbally or in writing, in groups or individually.

General Guidelines

If children are to develop as independent learners, with an awareness of their own strengths and areas for development, it is essential that: 

· They are made aware of learning objectives using language they can understand (e.g. My Learning:) and any feedback will be focused on the objective or success criteria for that unit of work  

· The learning needs of individual children are understood, and work and feedback are appropriate

· Value is placed on instant feedback during a lesson and at the start of the following lesson

· Teachers check work each day and use the information they gather to ensure the next day’s planning is tailored to the needs of the children
· Children are taught to self and peer evaluate (see separate editing policy) and to improve their confidence in reviewing their own work

· Children will be gradually trained to identify their own success and improvement needs either alone or with peers (see separate editing policy).

· Basic skills of presentation, transcription, number and letter formation and sentence construction are taught as ‘non-negotiables’; children will be expected to edit their own work to the agreed standards before presenting it to the teacher. See appendices for non-negotiable sheets.
Giving feedback

For English:
· Teachers will assess a piece of unaided work, presented as a ‘cold task’ and indicate on the success criteria slip, attached to the work, which of the success criteria have been met
· Children will then use the un-met criteria as their personal targets

· Teaching throughout the unit will allow the children to practise and improve these skills

· Within the unit of work, teachers will check the books and identify areas where verbal feedback needs to be given to individuals or groups either during the lesson, or in the next lesson

· Verbal feedback for the next lesson is recorded by teachers on group feedback sheets
· Books will be initialled or ticked to show they have been assessed.  No further written guidance will be given

· At the end of the unit, a ‘hot task’ is given, where the children complete a task in the same genre, taking account of all the teaching and feedback they have received 

· Feedback for the hot task is given by marking the same set of success criteria, in order for there to be a comparison. A positive written comment may also be given. No further steps for improvement are given on this piece of work; it is a celebration of their progress.
There will be occasions where work will be simply ticked to indicate accuracy, for instance in spelling and grammar work or reading comprehension exercises.
For Maths:
In primary mathematics, formative assessment requires:

· well-structured classroom activities (involving conceptual and procedural variation and intelligent practice)
· regular opportunities for discussion of answers and strategies to support pupils’ reasoning skills and check and deepen their understanding
· interaction and dialogue between teacher and pupils, and between pupils themselves
· a focus in particular on key ideas and concepts ,including misconceptions , and effective, efficient strategies of working mathematically.

Suitable summative assessment will enable a teacher to monitor pupils’ progress. Where progress is secure, no further evidence is necessary.  Where an individual pupil’s progress is a concern, then more detailed monitoring and recording may be justified.

Within the unit of work, teachers will check the books and identify areas where verbal feedback needs to be given to individuals or groups either during the lesson, or in the next lesson.
· If errors demonstrate lack of understanding for a small number of children, the teacher will address this by working with the child during the lesson. 
· If errors demonstrate lack of understanding for a large number of children, the errors will be addressed in the next lesson, which should be designed to take account of the next steps.
Work will be ticked or initialled to indicate that it has been assessed.

Other areas of the curriculum 
Some subjects are difficult to mark due to their practical nature; but

· All written work will have the initials of the teacher to indicate that recorded work has been seen.
· Children will be expected to edit their own work (with a different colour pen) to the agreed standards before presenting it to the teacher (Non-negotiables).
· Written work in Topic books is expected to be of the same standard as is seen in the child’s Learning Books.
