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At South Lake, we believe that children achieve well and flourish when they feel safe and happy. Their well-being is our first priority.
We enable our children to become independent, resilient learners who approach their work with an understanding that taking risks and making mistakes are part of learning.
We promote a love of art, music, theatre and sport to provide a solid foundation for the rest of their lives.
In Mathematics, we aim to promote high expectations, enjoyment and curiosity in mathematics and for children to feel confident in order to become successful. We believe that the learning of mathematical skills should be fun, challenging and relevant; that our pupils need to develop confidence to tackle problems and share their ideas. 

Our Mathematics curriculum aims to:
· Develop children’s abilities to use and apply mathematics to solve problems in both the classroom and in ‘real life’ contexts.
· Develop a confidence and vocabulary to communicate ideas in written form and orally.
· Encourage independent and collaborative ways of working.
· Develop the children’s ability to recall mental facts accurately and quickly.
· Develop children’s ability to effectively use written calculation methods. 
· Develop children’s logical thinking and reasoning skills. 
· Enable children to gain a deeper understanding of mathematics through the use of practical resources.

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3.1 Headteacher
To monitor teaching standards across the school and to work with the subject leaders to promote the school’s vision. 

3.2 Subject leaders
Subject leaders will empower colleagues to teach Mathematics to a high standard and support staff by:
· Monitoring expectations, provision and attainment across the school and provide feedback to develop practice further in order to raise standards. 
· Organising and preparing staff training (either directly or through other professionals).
· Providing necessary equipment and maintaining it to a high standard. 
· Fostering a supportive environment, where best practice is shared, through reflection and approachable leadership. 

3.3 Class teachers 
Class teachers will be responsible for:
· The planning and delivery of the Mathematics curriculum with opportunities for fluency, reasoning and problem solving. 
· Evaluations of the children’s progress and learning throughout the lessons, using this to inform and adapt their future planning. 
· They will use a combination of formative and summative assessment to make judgements on pupil progress and attainment.  
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4.1 Timetable  
Mathematics lessons are timetabled every day for all year groups; the children are taught within their own year group. Within classes, children sit in mixed ability groupings. 



4.2 Planning  
At South Lake we follow White Rose Maths. We also follow the Mastering Number Programme for Reception, Year 1 and Year 2. This helps develop pupils’ fluency with and understanding of number to build firm foundations for future success in maths
In KS2 we do daily times table practice. It is important that children develop automaticity in multiplication and division facts as this helps relieve cognitive load and develop pupils’ confidence to achieve success.
Our nursery children follow Master the Curriculum, a scheme which aligns with the Early Years Foundation Stage, Development Matters and also the White Rose Maths framework.

[bookmark: _Toc496795959]4.3 Home learning 
Each half term, children focus on a different set of KIRFs (Key Instant Recall Facts); these are practised regularly in school and sent home for further consolidation. Children also have access to TTRock Stars, to practise their times tables.
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4.4 Resources 
Central to our mathematics teaching is the CPA approach (Concrete-Pictorial-Abstract sequence). Manipulatives (or resources) are accessible for all children in every classroom to use as directed or independently. This approach helps pupils understand mathematics and to make connections between different representations.
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The subject leaders will monitor the way Mathematics is taught throughout the school by: 
· Book looks
· Monitoring planning 
· Planning meetings 
· Learning walks  
· Discussions 
· Formal assessments through data analysis
The subject leaders will also have responsibility for monitoring the way in which resources are stored and managed. This policy will be reviewed annually by the subject leaders and the Headteacher. 
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
